Through the public
hearings 16 key demands of
common mass were collected.
These demands were related
to ‘governance and develop-
ment’ in BMC area, This ‘peo-
ple’s manifesto would be

handed over to all political
parties and candidates con-
testing the BMC elections,
said Bibhu Prasad Sahu, sec-
retary of the YSD.

- A major issue that was tak-
en up in this manifesto was
formation of ‘ward sabha’ in
every ward of the BMC to en-
sure participation of citizens
in urban development and
poverty alleviation programs.
It may be noted that till now
there are no ‘ward sabha’ in
any ward of the city,

They also wanted more
transparency in the income

and expenditure of the BMC,
It was demanded that all bud-
get documents of the BMC
should be made public and ci-
tizens as well as civic society

of the city should be consult-

ed during formulation of the
budget.
